1) Preheat oven to 325 degrees.

2) Mix yellow cake mix, melted butter, and 1 egg together to form a soft dough. Press into the bhottom of
a 13x9 inch pan.

3) Mix fogether softened cream cheese and 2 eggs with an electric mixer. Add the powdered sugar and mix
until the mixture is smooth and creamy. Pour over the first layer already in the pan.

4) Bake at 325 degrees for 40-50 minutes or until the top is slightly browned.

5) Eat them. (WARNING - do NOT eat the recipe paper. You will need it next time you bake them (like 10 minutes later).

Cookies

Here is a fun recipe! Who knew that
hedgehogs would be so delicious?

/ WHAT YOU NEED
*1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract
*1/4 cup confectioner's sugar
*2/3 cup all-purpose flour
*1/3 cup butter, softened

*2/3 cup ground pecans
*1/2 cup 60% cacao chocolate chips

*1/4 cup chocolate sprinkles
*1/8 teaspoon salt

1) Mix the butter and confectioner's sugar in a bowl, until it is really fluffy. Beat in the vanilla.

2) Now, slowly mix in the flour, salt and pecans. Make sure it is mixed up really well.

3) Take the dough you made and roll it into small balls - about the size of a golf ball. Pinch one side of it
down to form a nose. Place your hedgehogs on a greased baking sheet, about 2 inches apart. Bake at 325
degrees for 12-15 minutes or unfil lightly browned. Let cool.

4) In a microwave, melt the chocolate and stir it unfil smooth. Spoon the chocolate over the back of the
hedgehog, but don't get any on its face (chocolate might make hedgehogs sick.) Place the cookies on
waxed paper and immediately coat the wet chocolate with sprinkles.

5) Dip a toothpick into the melted chocolate, and make two eyes and a nose. Let cool.

6) Use your fingers o get the left over chocolate out of the bowl, and lick it clean. You might have to
share with your brother or sister.
