Psalm 17:8 (hide me)

Psalm 27:5 (hide me in his pavilion)
Psalm 143:9 (hide me)

Then we found some more really good ones:
Proverbs 2:1-9 (hide my commandments)
| Peter 3:4 (hidden man of the heart)
Revelation 2:17 (hidden manna)
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There’s another super good one that Brother Joseph read to the young people at the Still Waters camps:
Colossians 3:1-4 (hid with Christ)

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You'll need two milk cartons, two small
square mirrors, scissors, tape, and a ruler.

Cut off the tops of two milk cartons.

Cut a square opening near the bottom of
the carton. These will be the openings you
look into and see out of.

Place a carton on its side, with the opening facing
right. Draw a diagonal from the bottom right corner
of the carton to 2-1/2 inches up the left edge. Don’t
cut the entire length, just a small slot big enough for
your mirror to fit into.

Slide your mirror into the slot you cut.
When you look into the square, you
should be able to see out the top of the
box. Tape the mirror into place.

Make the second carton, following the same
steps as the first. Then place the two cartons
together, with one opening at the bottom
facing you, and the other opening at the top,
facing the other direction.

Check to see if the mirrors need
adjusting, then firmly attach the two
boxes together with tape. HAVE FUN!

Jesus Christ, the greatest of all men, spent much of His time on earth alone
and hidden with God. At the end of a day, instead of going over to talk to a
group of people or going into the cities, He would get alone with God, away
from the disciples and everything else. He was alone with the Father, the
One He came to represent. Many prophets throughout Bible history: Noah,
Abraham, Moses, Elijah, Jeremiah, Daniel, Isaiah, and John the Baptist, all
stood alone with God. And Brother Branham stood alone with God. They
were hidden in Christ.

So how did Brother Branham get away from the world to get hidden in
Christ?
