( | esus had just fed 5,000
people with only 5 loaves
of bread and 2 fish. It was

a wonderful miracle that inspired
many people to follow Jesus. The
people loved Him, and they wanted
to hear Him speak more and more.
When He performed miracles, they
could not deny that God was among
them once again. But then things
suddenly changed.

Jesus went to the city of Capernaum
and preached in the temple. This
time, Jesus wasn't out in front of
the people performing miracles, He
was preaching things that seemed
impossible to understand.
